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1. INTRODUCTION

It can be observed that in the past 20 years there has been significant growth in the number, type, and
availability of new psychoactive substances (NPS). NPS are generally offered aslegal alternatives to controlled
drugs (“legal highs"), “research chemicals”’, performance-enhancing dietary supplements, and imitations of
illicit drugs, or may appear as admixtures to well-known illicit drugs (EMCDDA, 2015). A specific group of
NPS is that of pharmaceuticals which are diverted by patients or their relatives to the black market or are
imported illegally. NPS of synthetic origin, also referred to as "‘new synthetic drugs’, are rarely manufactured
in Europe. They are often imported from China and India, in particular, and they are only processed and
packaged in Europe. These NPS, while often marketed as “legal” alternatives to traditionally used drugs, may
inadvertently pose a public health risk (LSS et al., 2014).

The internet and new technologies have played a pivotal role in the development of the market for NPS. The
virtual environment offers almost unlimited possibilities for the marketing and distribution of new drugs.
In order to describe the diversity of the online drug market and to get a better understanding of how this
affects the availability of NPS, the European Monitoring Centre for Drugs and Drug Addiction (EMCDDA)
has developed the methodology of snapshots (EMCDDA, 2011; Evans-Brown, 2013). In recent years, however,
anonymized internet networks that are hidden from standard browsers — “darknets” — are used to trade
in both new and “traditional” psychoactive substances, as well as in other illegal commodities (Pompidou
Group, 2013).

This report provides the results of an exercise focused on mapping the online availability of NPS through
online shops targeting the population of the Central Asian countries. The exercise was performed within the
C2 CADAP 6 regional seminar organized in Almaty from 27-30 March 2017.

2. OBJECTIVES OF THE EXERCISE

The purpose of the snapshot exercise was to describe the characteristics of the online market targeting the
population of the Central Asian countries. The exercise was undertaken during a limited time window and
provided important insights into a significant part of the drug market in the region. The main objective of
the exercise was to obtain a description of a specific part of the online market through the collection of the
following information:

the number of online shops offering NPS to customers from Central Asian countries;

the number of substances and products containing NPS that are offered for sale;

the names of the substances — products containing NPS that are offered for sale;

the number of online shops specializing in new synthetic drugs;

the names of the substances offered by the online shops specializing in new synthetic drugs.

For the purpose of the exercise NPS were defined as substances with psychoactive effects and products that
claim or appear to contain them. They encompass both substances of plant origin and synthetic substances,
as well as pharmaceuticals, including veterinary products. From the legislative point of view NPS are either
not controlled under the international drug laws or were recently subjected to control measures. It means
they are not included in the schedules of the UN Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs of 1961 or the UN
Convention on Psychotropic Substances of 1971.

3. METHODOLOGY

The snapshot exercise was based on the methodology of the European Monitoring Centre for Drugs and
Drug Addiction (EMCDDA) developed for the purposes of mapping the online availability of NPS targeting EU
consumers (Evans-Brown, 2013).

The aim of the exercise was to describe the part of the online drug market which is the easiest to reach
for the broader population. It is represented by the online shops operating on the surface web, which are
available through common search engines without any need to install any programs or have any specific
programming skills.
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The exercise was carried out during the C2 CADAP 6 regional seminar organized in Almaty on 27-30 March
2017. Its aim was to describe the characteristics of the online market offering NPS and products containing
NPS and targeting the population of the Central Asian countries.

In view of the wide extent of the supply of NPS on the Internet, the exercise was limited only to the
identification of those online shops offering NPS and products containing NPS in the Russian, Kazakh,
Kyrgyz, Tajik, Turkmen, and Uzbek languages.

The data was collected through an internet search, which was performed manually. The participants in
the meeting were divided into groups organized by countries for the purpose of the exercise. Each country
team worked independently using separate computers. The teams identified the online shops by conducting
searchesin the two most popular search engines in a country using ‘search strings’ that each team developed
in advance as a prerequisite for the meeting. The search string in Russian was common to all the countries;
search strings in the national languages were developed by each country team. Once the country team found
a site that was potentially relevant (e.g. it appeared to sell new drugs, etc.), it visited the site and collected the
information that was defined for the description of the online shop. Then the information was entered into
the relevant sections of a reporting form used for data collection.

Online shops were searched via the most popular search engines. gs.statcounter.com was used as a tool for
the identification of the most popular search engines in the region. For an example of the market shares of
search engines in Kazakhstan see Figure 1. Google and Yandex, in the corresponding language modifications,
belonged among the search engines with the largest market shares.

FIGURE 1: Example of search engine market share in Kazakhstan

Specific keyword strings were used to perform this targeted search. Each search string began with the verb buy’
or some other equivalent verb that was related to buying or selling and was commonly used in online shops
in Russian and in the national languages. The remaining parts of the search strings were composed of either
generic or specific terms that were used as names for NPS in each country and the search operators “”, OR, and
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() used for the exact formulation of the search query. For the purpose of constructing search strings containing
specific names, the names of the substances most frequently identified in the region were used (substances
most frequently seized by the law enforcement agencies or identified in biological samples by forensic and
toxicology laboratories). For lists of the search strings used in the exercise see Table 1 and Table 2.

The keyword strings were entered into the search engine one by one. The first 100 search results were
examined for content to check whether the links returned were of relevance, i.e. online markets offering
NPS or other websites just containing the key words used. The following were not included in the selection
of relevant search results:

+ websites which contained the key words, but did not offer NPS for sale,

+ websites in languages other than Russian or other national languages, even though they involved online
shops selling NPS,

+ websites selling drug paraphernalia (such as bongs), cannabis seeds, cactus seeds, non-psychoactive
mushrooms, or anabolic steroids and other performance-enhancing drugs (such as tamoxifen and
growth hormone),

+ websites which only mediated seller-buyer contacts, but did not operate as a platform for carrying out
the actual business transactions,

+ websites featuring discussion fora, chatrooms, advertising portals, and social media such as Facebook or
Twitter, and websites intended for sharing videos, even if they appear to sell new drugs (YouTube).

After the content of the first 100 results had been assessed, an investigation was performed of which of the
results led to the next relevant link. In the event that none of the next 20 returns appeared relevant, the
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search using the given string was terminated. In the opposite case, the results continued to be assessed until
none of the next 20 links was relevant with respect to the objectives of the survey.

An MS Excel-based questionnaire was used for the data collection. It consisted of the following items, which
were collected for each online shop identified during the search:

Search string used for search

Search engine used

Date of search conducted

Name of person conducting the search

URL of the site

Information on whether the online shop ships to the country or to the neighbouring countries
Nature of the substances or products offered by the online shop:

Online shops offering synthetic drugs exclusively

Online shops specializing in synthetic drugs offer exclusively synthetic substances with
psychoactive effects. The substances can generally be identified by their abbreviated name or an
abbreviation derived from their chemical denomination. The structural formulae of the substances or
their forms, such as powder or crystals, are also often indicated.

+ Online shops offering herbal drugs (herbal products and plants with psychoactive effect)
Online shops specializing in herbal drugs offer plants with psychoactive effects in the form of
extracts, crushed or dry matter, and mixtures, or mushrooms with psychoactive effects. They are
marketed under their usual name in the national language or in Latin or use popular names. It is
explicitly stated that the products for sale are of a herbal nature. This category should comprise the
shops which offer at least one of the plants or herbal products identified in a European country under
the Early Warning System and/or in the Encyclopaedia of Psychotropic Plants (Enpsyro), which is
freely accessible. Some shops also offer equipment for the growing of plants/mushrooms or for the
administration of herbal drugs. While including online shops that also offer new synthetic drugs, this
category predominantly featured the marketing of psychoactive substances of a herbal nature.

+ Online shops offering herbal products in general
Online shops offering herbs and superfoods sold medicinal herbs and “superfoods” in the first place,
but their assortment also includes plants or products with psychoactive effects. The shops which
were found to offer at least one of the plants or herbal products listed in the European database
of substances monitored as part of the Early Warning System and/or in the Encyclopaedia of
Psychotropic Plants (Enpsyro).

Online shops offering different products

Other online shops offer a wide range of products such as cosmetics, gifts, hand-made jewellery and
clothes, tea, and dietary supplements. These web-based outlets generally do not specialize in products
intended for consumption or articles intended for the preparation or administration of substances.
Plants with psychoactive effects or herbal products are only one of the product assortment categories.

4., RESULTS OF THE EXERCISE

A total of 160 online shops offering NPS were identified using the targeted search. In terms of the nature of
the products offered by the online shops that were identified the sample of 160 online shops can be divided
into the following categories: (i) 119 shops specializing exclusively in synthetic substances, (ii) 24 shops
specializing in herbal substances with psychoactive effects, (iii) 15 online shops offering synthetic and
herbal drugs, and (iv) two online shops selling plants with psychoactive effects or herbal products in addition
to a wide assortment of other goods — see Table 3. For examples of online shops see Figure 1.

Thegreatestnumber
of synthetic substances was offered by the online shops ru.drugspowerstore.com, dpspharmaceuticals.org,
and ru.pharma-chem.net. All three online shops had more than 100 different substances on offer. Definitely
the widest offer was found at the online shop ru.drugspowerstore.com, which offered 852 different synthetic
substances. For a list of the online shops with the largest offer and the number of synthetic substances
offered by each of them see Table 4.

The above-mentioned 119 online shops specializing in synthetic substances offered 1080 specific substances
in total. The most commonly offered synthetic drugs were substances from the chemical group of synthetic
cathinones and synthetic cannabinoids. There was a total of 254 synthetic cannabinoids available in 27
online shops and 175 synthetic cathinones available in 58 online shops.

Representing the chemical group of synthetic cathinones, mephedrone was the most frequently offered
substance. A total of 37 different online shops specializing in synthetic drugs (31%) had mephedrone in their
offer. The other most widely available synthetic cathinones also included alpha-PVP, offered by 24 online
shops (20%), and dibutylone (bk-MMBDB), offered by 14 online shops (12%) specializing in synthetic drugs.

The most frequently offered synthetic cannabinoids were JWH-018, AMB-FUBINACA, and NM-2201. JWH-018
was available from 10 online shops, the other two substances from nine online shops — see Table 5 and Table 6.
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In recent years there has been a large increase in the availability of new synthetic opioids in parts of Europe.
While they appear to play a small role in the overall market, these substances, most of which come from the
highly potent fentanyl family, are of special concern in terms of public health because they pose a high risk
of life-threatening poisoning (EMCDDA, 2018). There were 21 synthetic opioids offered by 12 online shops.
U-47700 and furanylfentanyl were the most frequently offered synthetic opioids.

In addition to new psychoactive substances, some online shops also offered substances which have
traditionally been used and have, of course, been controlled for a long time. The most commonly available
substances were MDMA, which was offered by 34 different online shops, followed by amphetamine, offered
by 22, and methamphetamine, offered by 15 online shops. On the other hand, opioids were the least frequently
offered traditional substances — see Table 7.

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Additionally, the online shops were analysed according to their delivery schemes. The greatest number of
shops offered their services for Russia — 150 shops (94%). Meanwhile, for Central Asian countries an online
service was provided in 19 cases (12%). 24 shops (15%) shipped substances to Ukraine. The delivery options
differed slightly from country to country. Specifically, two options were offered by the online shops: 1)
traditional mail parcels (including the traditional postal service and courier companies) and 2) a system of
personal delivery within one particular city. The latter service prevented direct personal contacts between
the courier and the client, who should find a hidden package according to coordinates and instructions
delivered via social media — Table 8 and Figure 2.

Hidden packages are known to NPS users as a "klad” or “mine’, meaning one and more units of substances
left by couriers in particular places. Usually, the amount of substances in one “‘mine/klad” does not exceed 10
grams packed in a zip lock plastic bag (8 x 4 cm) which can conveniently be hidden in common public places
— called “zakladka” in slang: staircases, street flower pots, flower beds, drainpipes, public toilets, playgrounds,
or clefts in walls. Sometimes a magnet can be attached to the zip lock bags to stick them to metal surfaces.
The main principle for the selection of “zakladka” sites is that they should be simultaneously invisible and
easily accessible. Usually, the courier leaves up to 50 packages per day all around urban areas. After leaving a
package in a particular place, the courier sends a photo and its coordinates to the operator of an online shop
or directly to a client in the event of confirmation of payment. On receiving the instructions, the client looks
for the hidden packages, comparing this process with a quest game. Usually, the coordinates are vague and
the search can be based only on the photo of the place supplied by an operator or a courier. The online shops
usually recruit couriers through announcements placed on their own websites.

Students or young people aged up to 25 years old are generally preferred to act in the role of couriers, known
as ‘kladmen” or “‘miners”, in a circle of NPS users. The online shops ensure courier loyalty in NPS distribution

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by recording their personal ID and charging a deposit for the packets that are delivered. Couriers earn 1-7
EUR for one “klad/mine”.

5. CONCLUSIONS

In the past 20 years it has been possible to observe significant growth in the number, type, and availability
of new psychoactive substances. The internet and new technologies have played a pivotal role in the
development of the market for NPS. The virtual environment offers almost unlimited possibilities for the
marketing and distribution of new drugs.

The snapshot exercise was focused on mapping the online availability of NPS through online shops targeting
the population of the Central Asian countries. It was performed within the C2 CADAP 6 regional seminar
organized in Almaty on 27-30 March 2017. The aim of the exercise was to describe the basic characteristics
of online shops offering NPS and targeting the population of Central Asian countries.

A total of 160 online shops offering NPS were identified using a targeted search, comprising 119 online shops
specializing in synthetic substances, 24 online shops dealing in herbal substances with psychoactive effects,
15 online shops offering synthetic and herbal drugs, and two online shops selling plants with psychoactive
effects or herbal products in addition to a wide assortment of other goods.

Online shops specializing in synthetic substances offered a total of 1080 specific substances. The most
commonly offered synthetic drugs were substances from the chemical group of synthetic cathinones and
synthetic cannabinoids. There was a total of 254 synthetic cannabinoids available from 27 online shops
and 175 synthetic cathinones available from 58 online shops. Mephedrone was the most frequently offered
substance from among the chemical group of synthetic cathinones,

The greatest number of shops offered their service for Russia — 150 shops (94%). Meanwhile, for Central Asian
countries an online service was provided in 19 cases (12%). Two options were offered by the online shops,
namely traditional mail parcels (including traditional post service and courier companies) and a system of
personal delivery within one particular city, called “zakladka” in slang (the client finds a hidden package
according to coordinates and instructions delivered via social media).

The snapshot survey represents a useful tool for monitoring drug supply on the internet. It is a very simple
and cost-effective method that does not require much training. On the other hand, it could be very time-
consuming if we decide to monitor the overall online offer of NPS. But when it comes to mapping the supply
of individual substances, then the snapshot survey represents the first-choice method.
